Authenticity

The factual basis for our activities

Complete

Made up of all appropriate and authentically necessary components

Documentary Evidence

A portfolio of materials which demonstrates the authenticity of a group’s impression is an integral part of the process, and should be supplied any time an application is made for whatever purpose. It allows for an open and equitable process of appraisal based upon information collated by the Applicant. It may be presented in any appropriate format. Supporting evidence should be competent and relevant and lead a prudent person to the same conclusion as that of the proposers. It should always be:

· valid – ie directly related to the matters being assessed.

· sufficient – there must be enough evidence to enable the assessor to make a consistent and reliable judgement.

· authentic – the evidence presented must in itself be authentic, reputable and current .
